Birth Record: Photocopies should be sent with tournament entry form. These must be turned in at 

least 30 minutes prior to the first game is played. 
 
Grade Exemption: Form needed for those athletes who do not meet age qualification, but meet grade 

qualification.

District Finish  National Championship 
1st place & 2nd place Division II  
3rd place & 4th place Division II or Division III (team’s choice) …  
The remaining teams advance to DII or DIII Nationals (Team’s Choice)
